 3)   Community Life          Builds an environment of love, support and

                                                          appreciation that models Catholic principles.
             4)   Evangelization          Shares the good news of the reign of God and
                                                          invites young people into a deeper relationship
                                                          with Christ.

 5)   Justice & Service          Empowers young people to a life of justice and
                                                          service by taking steps which address the causes
                                                          of human suffering.

 6)   Leadership Development-Calls forth, affirms and empowers the diverse gifts,
         talents and abilities of young people.

 7)   Pastoral Care          Nurtures growth toward wholeness, provides
                                                          guidance in decision making and challenges
                                                          obstacles to positive development.

 8)   Prayer and Worship     Celebrates and deepens young people’s
                                                          relationship with Jesus Christ through the bestowal
                                                          of grace, communal prayer and liturgical
                                                          experiences.
