To keep our children safe and protected we begin by making adults of the Church that 
interact with children aware of how to protect children.

This awareness session 
makes trainees understand the signs of child sexual abuse, the methods and means by 
which offenders commit abuse and five empowerment steps one can use to prevent 
child sexual abuse.
