Holy Scripture

This saint is mentioned in two 
Gospel narratives, one of 

which traces his lineage back to 
King David. Although he is one 
of the most illuminated saints, 
he never utters a single word in 
the two narratives in which he is 
mentioned. 

He has been described in the 
Gospels as a tekton, which, rough-
ly translated, means one who 
works with wood, stone or metals. 
Some scholars maintain that he 
was a general village craftsman, 
working on a wide variety of 
projects. He, in fact, has become 
the patron saint of workers. 

But he is more widely known for 
something far greater than work-
ing with wood or stone. 

The saint’s age is never men-
tioned in the narratives, and is 
only later discussed by James, 
who suggests that he was a senior 
citizen when the event took place 
for which he is discussed in the 
narraatives.
